THE Posts and Telecommunications Department of
Ceylon will issue a special stamp on 2nd May, 1972 to
commemorate the twenty-fifth anniversary of the Economic
Commission for Asia and the Far-East (ECAFE).

Founded in 1947 to encourage the economic and social
development of Asia and the Far-East, ECAFE is one
of four regional commissions of the United Nations
Economiec and Social Council. Its area stretches from
Iran to the Western Pacific.

ECATE seeks to speed up growth and raise living
standards both by promoting regional co-operation among
member countries and by helping individual Governments
plan and carry out balanced development programmes.
The main fields of work include:—

Industry and Natural Resources

Transport and Communications

Agricultural Development

Water Resources

Statistics

Social Development

Population

Public Administration.

In recent years, ECAFE’s efforts have been increasingly
focussed on action-oriented programmes with tangible
impact. Although ECAFE does not itself distribute capital
aid, it has helped set up and attract funds for regional

projects.

The Commission as & whole, with its 27 members
and three associate members, meets yearly in different

member-countries.

In addition, ECAFE activities include meetings of
official bodies and expert groups in specific subject
fields; fact-finding missions and surveys designed to
provide a sound basis for regional and national develop-
ment; and year-round work of a secretariat based in
Bangkok. Technical assistance undertakings provide
aid in the training of specialised personnel needed for
development programmes, through seminars, study tours
and fellowships; and advisory services to individual
Governments at their request.

Ceylon has been an active member of ECAFE from the
time of its inception. While several meetings, seminars
and workshops sponsored by ECAFE have been held in
Ceylon, a number of Ceylonese have worked at the ECAFE
Headquarters in Bangkok in research and other projects.
