The Philatelic Bureau of the Department of Posts will issue four
postage stamps in denominations of Rs.1.00, 2.00, 5.00 & 17.00 on
22nd July 1996 to commemorate the Centenial Olympic Games of the
modern era, which are being held in Atlanta , Georgia, USA from
19th July to 4th August 1996.

The first Olympic Games of the modern era, at which 295 all male
athletes participated, were held in Athens in 1896. The idea of an
Olympic movement was conceived in 1894 when representatives of
13 nations led by Baron de Coubertin of France met at the Hall of
Sciences at the Sorbonne in paris and passed a resolution that “Sport
competitions on the lines of the Greek Olympic Games should be held
every four years and that every nation be invited to participate”. In
Baron de Coubertin’s view, the Olympic Games were not to be simply
an athletic event, but the focal point of a broadly based social
movement, which through the activity of sport and play, would
enhance human development and international understanding.

Sri Lanka's participation in the Olympic movement started in
1948 when a team of seven went to the 14th Olympic Games held in
London, England. It was at these games that we gained our one and
only Olympic medal, when Duncan White won the silver medal in the
400m hurdles.

Sri Lanka has participated in every Olympic Games since then,
with the exception of the 21st Games held in Montreal, Canada.

This year the Sri Lankan team for the Atlanta Games will consist
of eight competitors; six athletes, one diver and one rifle shooter.

Diving Rs. 1.00

Sri Lanka has only participated in this speciality on one occasion;
that was at the Helsinki Games in 1952.

Although aquatic sports in Sri Lanka have a history of over 65
years the emphsis has always on swimming rather than diving, with
the result that it has a very meagre following.

Volleyball Rs 2.00

Unfortunately Sri Lanka will not be represented in this discipline.
Volleyball however, has been included in this stamp issue as it is our
most popular sport and has been designated the national sport of the
country.



History records that the game of volleyball , which originated in
the United States of America, was introduced into Sri Lanka by an
American in 1906. Since then it has spread to every corner of the
island.

Shooting Rs 5.00

The sport of shooting has been popular since 1890. The Ceylon
Volunteer Rifle Association, which controlled the sport at that time
had the distinction of being the oldest sports association in Sri Lanka.

Small Bore shooters from Sri Lanka have participated regularly at
international events such as the Asian and Olympic Games to mention
but two. With our marksmen and women achieving significant
success in the South Asian Games and more recently at the
Commonwealth Games, where they won two gold medals, shooting
became recognised as a popular sport with potential for international
participation.

Athletics Rs. 17.00

Although the Ameteur Athletic Association only came into being
in 1922 there have been athletic competitions since 1896. Athletics
has been popular in Sri Lanka since the last decade of the 19th century.
With Sri Lanka faring very creditably at international athletic meets,
where we gained some very significant victories, interest in athletics
has increased and large numbers of boys and girls can now be seen
assiduously training at sports fields around the country.
