The people of Sri Lanka freely expressed their mandate on July
21, 1977 and empowered their Representatives, elected on that day,
to adopt a new Republican Constitution to achieve the goals of a
Democratic Socialist Republic. The Representatives elected by
an overwhelming majority resolved to constitute Sri Lanka into a _
Democratic Socialist Republic. The new Constitution, while
ratifying the republican principles of representative democracy,
assures to all peoples Freedom, Equality, Justice, Fundamental
Human Rights and the Independence of the Judiciary as the
intangible heritage that guarantees the dignity and well being of
the succeeding generations of the people of Sri Lanka. The
Constitution also guarantees the creation and preservation of a
Just and Free Society.

On the 7th of September, 1978, His Excellency Junius Richard
Jayewardene becomes the first President under the new Cons-
titution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka which
assures the dignity and freedom of the individual, the attainment
of a Just, Social,Economic and Cultural order, the restoration of
the unity of the country and establishment of concord with other
nations.
